BRIEF NARRATIVE:  
 

1. On the afternoon of April 21, 2010 The Burlington Police Department’s officers assigned to the Church Street 
the Marketplace District were approached by person reporting vandalism by graffiti. 

 
2. The suspect was identified as Wallace Zimmerman, 22 years of age, from Louisiana. 

 
3. The graffiti was writing in a black marker to the Pearl Street side of the building at 1 Church Street, on the 

Granite.   
 

4. This building is The Masonic Temple Building at the corner of Church and Pearl, a Romanesque structure 
erected in 1898 by the Free Masons. In 1986 it received the Architectural Excellence Award for significant 
contribution to the physical or architectural quality of downtown Burlington, Vermont.
